Agreement between a new 
owner and the city. New

% of written estimate to 

repair.

Seller must disclose 
correction notice to new 

owner.

Owner’s Responsibilities

01

No person may transfer ownership of real property with buildings 
connected to the public sewer without first obtaining a City - issued 
Certificate of Inflow/Infiltration (I/I) Compliance. This requirement does 
not apply to transactions exempt from Minnesota Deed Tax under Minn. 
Stat. § 287.22.

Obtaining a Certificate of I/I Compliance

02

The applicant must complete a property inspection after submitting the 
application. The inspection will verify:
• Prohibited discharges are not present.
• Sump pump installation complies with § 3.30, Subd. 4, Subpart G.
• Building sewer meets requirements of § 3.30, Subd. 4, Subpart D.

Completing the inspections

03

If the property is found non -compliant, the owner has 180 days to 
complete all required work. Any work requiring plumbing, building, 
or other permits must be inspected by the City’s Inspection 
Services Division to ensure compliance with all applicable code 
requirements.

Completing the inspections

04

The owner (or seller) or their representative must disclose any 
correction notice to the buyer and all parties involved in the 
transaction. Responsibility for repairing noncompliance with 
building sewer, drain, or connections rests not only with the owner 
but also the buyer of the property.
