Sandy Forstner from the Chamber of Commerce suggested at the
meeting they change the date of the event to be during the 4™ of July weekend to get it more
exposure. Some discussion regarding the date change was HRC felt it shouldn’t be during the 4™
of July festivities but could maybe be better in early September (not Labor Day weekend).
