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PARK INFORMATION
TOBACCO FREE POLICY — The City of Austin has adopted a policy prohibiting the use of tobacco in all city facilities and
at any playground/park location. Please be considerate to others and abide by this policy.

PET RESTRICTIONS AND EXERCISE AREAS — Pets are not allowed in the following parks/center: Todd, Marcusen,
Morning Lions, Shirley Theel, Lafayette and Nature Center. Pets are allowed in other parks with the following restrictions:
1) Pets must be on a leash. 2) Owners must clean up after their own pet. Areas established at the following locations may
be used as pet exercise areas: East of Marcusen Stadium and South of 9 Avenue SE; the area North of 12 Street NW on
the North end of Northwest Park; the North end of Eastside Lake and South of 8 Avenue NE from the bridge West; and
Whittier Park at 3 Avenue SE and 6 Street SE. In these areas, pets may be off their leash, but must be controlled by their
owner at all times. OWNERS MUST CLEAN UP AFTER THEIR PET.

KEG PERMITS — A permit is required for kegs in any Austin park and are available in the Park and Recreation office.
There is a $10 fee and a two-week waiting period. Cans are allowed without a permit. NO glass.

PARK RULES — Parks are closed from 10:30 pm to 7:00 am. There is no camping, no driving, no parking on the grass, no
glass, and no hitting golf balls allowed in the parks. The speed limitis 15 miles per hour. For your safety and the safety of
others, please follow these rules. Violations of this ordinance can carry up to a $700 fine.

BANDSHELL — Interested groups can reserve the bandshell by filling out a request form at the Park & Recreation Office.
Electricity is also available for a $25 charge.

BURNING IN PARKS IS PROHIBITED — No open burning/fires are allowed in any park other than in grills for cooking. To
use the fire ring at Sutton Park you must obtain a permit at the Park and Recreation office.

DISC GOLEF - Intertwined through beautiful Todd Park, located at 11 Street and 21 Avenue NE is a 27 Hole Disc Golf
Course. South Driesner Park on Oakland Place SE is the location of an exciting 9 hole course. Disc rental, course maps
and scorecards for the 27 hole course are available at the Park & Recreation Office.

Shirley Theel Memorial Park Path was provided by the
Austin Zontas and is located in Southwest quadrant of
the city. The path is .5 miles in length.

Swimming Lesson Descriptions
The following American Red Cross courses will be offered at the Municipal Pool.
Registration for swim lessons must be done in person prior to the start of the lesson at the
Austin Park and Recreation Office. Register early as the number of classes offered and
the class sizes are limited. All classes allow a maximum of six students. Classes meet for
30 minutes. Listed below are the course descriptions to assist you when registering. Our
office retains a list of prior year enrollment to assist with correct placement in swimming
classes.

INFANT & PRESCHOOL AQUATIC PROGRAM
Infant (6-18 months) Parent/Guardians are in the water
with infant.

Toddler ( 18-36 months) Parent/Guardians are in the
water with toddler.
Preschool (3-5 years) It is optional for Parent/Guardians
to be in the water with child.

LEARN TO SWIM
Level 1: Introduction to Water Skills for ages 5 & up
Purpose: Helps students feel comfortable in the water. Level 1 participants learn to:
Enter and exit water safely; submerge mouth, nose and eyes; exhale underwater through
mouth and nose; open eyes underwater, pick up submerged object; change direction
while walking or paddling; roll over from front to back and back to front with support;
explore floating on front and back with support; explore swimming on front and back using
arm and leg actions with support; and use a life jacket
Level 2: Fundamental Aquatic Skills
Prerequisites: Competency in Level 1
Purpose: Gives students success with fundamental skills. Level 2 participants learn to:
Enter water by stepping or jumping from the side; exit water safely using ladder or side;
submerge entire head; blow bubbles submerging head in a rhythmic pattern (bobbing);
open eyes underwater, pick up a submerged object in shallow water; float on front and
back; perform front and back glide; change direction of travel paddling on front or back;
roll over from front to back, back to front; tread water using arm and leg motions (chest-
deep water); swim on front, back, and side using combined arm and leg actions; move in
the water while wearing a life jacket
Level 3: Stroke Development
Prerequisites: Competency in Level 2
Purpose: Builds on the skills in Level 2 through additional guided practice. Level 3
participants learn to: Jump into deep water from the side; dive from kneeling or standing
position; submerge and retrieve an object in chest deep water; bob with the head fully
submerged; rotary breathing in horizontal position; perform front and back glide using two
different kicks; float on front and back in deep water; change from horizontal to vertical
position on front and back; tread water using hand and leg movements; perform front and
back crawl; butterfly—kick and body motion; perform the HELP and Huddle position
Level 4: Stroke Improvement
Prerequisites: Competency in Level 3
Purpose: Develops confidence in the skills learned and improves other aquatic skills.
Level 4 participants learn to: Perform a dive from a standing or stride position; swim
underwater; perform feet-first surface dive; perform open turns on front and back; tread
water using sculling arm motions and with different kicks; perform the following: Front and
back crawl; breaststroke; butterfly; elementary backstroke; swim on side using scissors-
like kick; perform compact jump into water from a height while wearing a life jacket
Level 5: Stroke Refinement
Prerequisites: Competency in Level 4
Purpose: Provides further coordination and refinement of strokes. Level 5 participants
learn to: Perform the following: standing dive; shallow dive, glide two body lengths and
begin any front stroke; tuck surface dive; pike surface dive; front flip turn; backstroke flip
turn; front and back crawl; butterfly; breaststroke; elementary backstroke; sidestroke; tread
water with two different kicks; learn survival swimming
